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From the Pastor’s Desk:   

Everyone likes to quote scripture!  It’s sort of like, “if I quote scripture that gives me an authority that no 

one can refute.”  In a way it is very close to summoning up God and the Holy Spirit to support your particu-

lar viewpoint.  And that comes very close to violating the fourth commandment:  “Thou shalt not take the 

name of the Lord thy God in vain.”  Some branches of the Church of Jesus Christ believe that this means 

that one should never swear an oath at a court of law.  Next Tuesday (January 31st) I am going to court to 

be a witness in a case.  I am sure they will place a Bible in front of me and ask me to put my hand on the bi-

ble and swear that I will tell the truth, the whole truth and nothing but the truth.  But I will do what I have 

always done when called to court.  I will ask the judge if I can “affirm” that I am telling the truth.  It is a dan-

gerous thing to claim that your words are the truth and that God somehow backs you up. 

Well, the same thing holds when we quote scripture to support our suppositions.  One of the problems is 

that we often times misquote scripture, or even worse, attribute sayings to the Holy Scriptures that are not 

there.  One example is what my mother used to say.  “Wash your hands before you come to the table.  Re-

member what the Bible says:  Cleanliness is next to Godliness!”  The Bible is often misquoted.  Then again,  

the Bible is often taken out of context.  When people ask me why I have a beard I respond, Leviticus 21:19  

“Thou shalt not round the corner of thy beard.” 

A recent op-ed article in the Roanoke Times (January 23, 2012) by Dick Bauman warns us not to be so 

hasty in our judgment of the Quran, without first understanding the ways that our own scriptures have per-

petuated the same violence toward others who are different from us, and toward women who both the 

Quran and the Hebrew Scrolls and the New Testament letters relegate to lesser humanity. 

And therein lies the message for us.  We are so quick to judge others.  We are so quick to judge religious 

beliefs that differ from us.  We are so quick to point out the speck in some other’s eye, when we also have 

a few specks in our own.  In the great battle between religions that some observers say is on the way, we 

need to be sure that we know what our sacred texts actually say, and how they have been interpreted down 

through the ages.  Then, and only then, can we confront injustice and hatred in other faiths. 

Ben Campbell Johnson,  Professor Emeritus at Columbia Theological Seminary has written a little book 

called:  “Beyond 9/11:  Christians & Muslims Together.”  It is an insightful little book (168 pages).  It  would 

make a wonderful study for a small group that really wants to explore the relationship between these two 

near Eastern Religions.  My door is open.  If there are any who would like to sit together and explore the 

book, please contact me.

Continue working to finalize the 2012 church budget.  There is a shortfall between income (pledges, loose offering, 
etc) and projected expenses (payroll, programs, etc).  Those who have not pledged are encouraged to do so as 
soon as possible so that there will be a clearer picture of anticipated income.  To address any remaining short-
fall, there will be a need to consider cutting back on programs, utilizing church savings, or some combination.  
The Session has committed to include a 3% raise for our staff in the finalized budget, in recognition of their 
dedication and continuing service.  It has been some years since they received a raise. 

In recognition of the approaching end date for the current contract with Reverend Bob Button to serve as Interim 
Pastor, Session and Rev. Bob have agreed to the terms of a 12-month contract extension.  As with the current 
contract, the proposed contract will have a provision for termination upon a 30-day written request from either 
party.  The calling of a new minister will terminate the contract.  Ron Ferrill, Clerk 



 

Finance Ministry 

  The Finance Ministry is pleased to report that Forest 
Hills has received $287,472 in revenues through Decem-
ber 31, 2011.  This compares to $276,551 in expendi-
tures for a net income of $10,921.  Total 2011 pledges 
were $16,769 more than budgeted and 2011 expenses 
were $23,954 less than budgeted.  I would like to thank 
the congregation for their generous gifts in 2011 and 
also let the various church ministries know that I appreci-
ate their hard work and prudent spending. 
As of late January 2012, the Session is still fine-tuning 
the 2012 budget and plans to approve a final budget at 
the February 2012 Session meeting.  Pledges for 2012 
can still be made if there is anyone who wants to pledge 
but hasnôt yet done so.

The experience is life-changing for teens as they learn that 

they can make a real difference in the lives of others and gain a greater appreciation of the material 

blessings they enjoy.

(398 pounds) of food - thank you!  Every time GN is open, many families are supplied basic food needs; so restocking of shelves is 

essential.  To assure full shelves, founding church congregations, such as Forest Hills, are assigned specific food items to supply.  

During February, our items are Primary: Apple Sauce (15-18 oz) and Supplemental: boxed potato products (mashed, au gratin, or 

scalloped in 13 oz boxes).  Please keep Grace Network items a part of your grocery list. 

Financial Support - One of the primary Grace Network focuses is providing client families with financial assistance with basic 

life needs - "keeping a roof over their heads and lights/heat turned on".  As we know, these needs are ongoing and seemingly al-

ways increasing; so financial support for Grace Network is essential to allow this ministry to continue.
